Olives where He 
gave His last few words to 
His Apostles.He instructed 
them to "preach the gospel 
to every creature." (!-lark 
16:15) Said Jesus,"He that 
believeth and is baptized 
shall be saved;but he that 
believeth not -- shall be 
damned." (Mark 16:16) 

The preaching of water 
baptism was to start in Je-
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rusalem.Christ said "repentance and remis­
sion of sins should be preached in His name 
among all nations beginning at Jerusalem. "

Today,man can virtual~ wipe himself 
from the face of the earth.The race 
to control the Atom Bomb began back 
1n 1939 when the United States had 
learned that the German scientists 
had been able to split the uranit.llll 
atom. In 1940 U.S. scientist wa~ a­
ble to bring fission under control 
and develope the atomic bomb. 

On July 16,194S the detonation 
of the first atom bomb ~<as made on 
the desert near Alamogordo,!C~I.Just 
21 days later on August 6th,an Atom 
bomb was dropped on Hiroshima and 
the ~;hole world ~as alarmed! But in 
ju~t 5even short years, the first H­
bomb,produced by fusion of the hy­
drogen atom was expolded. Althouah 
the power of the 11-bomb was never 
officiall)' announced,experts say it 
was several megatons. A megaton is 
the equivalent of one million tons 
of T~T,and SO tiacs the explosive 
power of the Hiroshica bomb.

rettes,repent of that sin and don't 
smok~ again. Perhaps your sins are 
not of this nature. Maybe it's some 
thing else! Regardless of the kind 
of sin it must be repented of. 

Occassionally we meet with some 
people who have no real bad habits, 
so they say. Just because they have 
no serious sins like: gambling, ly­
ing,stealing,smoking,cursing --they 
feel that their moral goodness will 
get them to heaven. But friend, you 
.ust be born again to get to heaven. 
Before you can experience the new 
birth you must repent. 

Repentance alone will not bring 
salvation. ~tany deceived souls have 
repented of sin and that is as far 
as it went. Their preacher knew no­
thing about the necessity of water 
baptism in the name of Jesus Christ. 
They were told to "just give your 
heart to the Lord." Well, they ~<ent 
to the altar and done that, got up 
and \talked away thinking they had 
salvation and all they got from the 
trip to the altar was a"walk." 

BAPTISM IN JESUS NMIE 

There is a world of difference 
between "repentance" and"remission" 
In repentance you acknowledge your 
guilt,shame and sins asking God to 
forgive them. But asking God to for­
give them doesn't take them away 
Christ placed the difference in the 
two words. Repentance must come be-

fore remission of sins. To get your 
sins taken a..-ay you must be baptiz­
ed in the name of Jesus Christ.This 
was the message Peter preached on 
the day of Pentecost. He done exact­
ly what Jesus told him to do.In his 
message recorded in Acts 2:38 are 
the very same words that Jesus used 
in Luke 24: 4 7, "repent" and "remi s­
sion." Peter said, "Repent, and be 
baptized everyone of you -- in the 
name of Jesus Christ for the remis­
sion of sins, and ye shall receive 
the gift of the Holy Ghost." 

Peter thoroughly understood the 
command of Christ in Luke 24:47 and 
in his sermon on the day of Pente­
cost he preached just that! Christ 
said "repentance" and Peter preach­
ed "repent" Christ said " remission 
of sins in his name" and Peter said 
"he baptized everyone of you in the 
name of Jesus Christ for the remis­
sion of sins." (Acts 2:38) 

It is clear from Peter's sermon 
that "remission of sins"takes place 
when one is baptized in Jesus name. 
HOI~ WERE YOU BAPTIZED? Sin is not 
remitted no other way. If you have 
been bapti~ed some other way - then 
your sins are still on your soul ! 
It may be that you repented of them 
and quit doing them but if you have 
not been baptized in Jesus name for 
the remission of sins the sin stain 
is still on your soul. 

No one can preach the gospel un­
less water baptism in Jesus name is 
included for the gospel is not the 
gospel unless repentance and water
